	Complementary Opposites in William Blake.
Starting from William Blake’s “Songs of Innocence” and “Songs of Experience”, we will  study the two, contrary states of human soul and how they can coexist in a dialectical opposition.

	Warm-up phase
As a warm-up activity, I will ask the students to answer these questions first: 

· What do you think of the opposition  good/evil? 
· What is your personal experience of them in today’s life and society?
·  Is it possible to do without evil?

Then the students will be asked to watch the videos and the teaching materials regarding W. Blake that I have looked for and found on the Internet on the following sites: YOUTUBE, BLENDSPACE, RAISCUOLA.RAI.IT, SLIDESHARE, etc.

After the students have watched the teaching materials, they will be asked to answer some questions about them, using different types of tests (multiple choice, True/False, etc). These activities will help the teacher understand also whether the students are carrying out their tasks or not, and if they are carrying them out properly.



	Lancio della Sfida. Quali attività si svolgono prima o in apertura della lezione:

	Pre-requisites: In order to be able to understand and be aware of the themes dealt with and the role W. Blake played in the world of pre-romantic poetry, the students should know the general features of the Romantic age, from  a historical, social and literary point of view.
This general background should be provided  before the beginning of all the activites so that they can interpret all the information about W. Blake given in the light of the features of the age when the poems were produced.
Then the students will be asked to watch some videos about the  most widely known among Blake’s poems, “The Lamb” and “The Tyger”, and to answer the following questions:
· What does the lamb represent in the western culture? Give the meanings it is usually associated to.
· In the two poems, what are the lamb and the tiger a symbol of?

· How can they be considered complementary?

Once they have worked on the materials provided and answered the questions, they will be involved in a class debate in which they will explore the themes proposed and compare their points of view on the subject. 



	Condurre la sfida. Quali attività si svolgono per rispondere alla sfida:

	As said before, initially the students will be asked to watch all the teaching materials provided by the teacher. Then they will be asked to carry out all the tasks individually, later on groups of 6 students will  be  created in order to explore different aspects of W. Blake’s personality: W. Blake the artist, W. Blake the poet, W. Blake the Romantic intellectual.

Subsequently, following the Peer learning methodology, the three groups of students who have worked on different aspects of Blake’s personality will be asked to produce materials (videos, podcasts, slides, etc.) in which they illustrate to the class their vision of the poet in relation to the specific topic they are related to.

In short, as it is evident, the methodologies chosen will be : Group work, Peer learning, individual study. In this way the students will face the difficulties of this new subject in groups and individually, to learn how to master all the features of his personality properly.

	In order to assess the students’work, the teacher will use different types of tests (multiple choice, True/false, Fill in the spaces,  Open answer questions, etc.) and an evaluation grid. 
An example of questions to ask might be:

Revise your knowledge about Blake’s thought and works by writing notes under the following headings:

· What he meant by “complementary opposites”;

· His concept of imagination and the poet;

· His concern about society;

· The main features of his style.
Assessment will take place on two different levels: the students will assess their own work as individual students and as groups, then the teacher will assess their work, once again as students and as groups. To this purpose, grids will be used accordingly, concerning individual and group work. What is relevant is the students’ self-evaluation, which will make them aware of the quality of their work as individuals and as groups, and the improvements they need to achieve in order to get better results. In this case the students and the teacher will assess the materials of different types produced by the students. 
The grids to be used are the following:

	In the traditional approach to classroom instruction, the teacher is the only one in charge of disseminating information to the students. He/she is the focus of the teaching/learning process, the person that transmits his/her knowledge to a class of passive students who only absorb the information given them. In a flipped classroom, the approach is reversed: the students are given materials to get to know a particular subject by themselves, at home,  without the  guidance of the teacher. At school it will be possible to work  in a new way, focusing attention on what the students are interested in and having the opportunity to explore the subject in a wider and deeper way, improving also their speaking skills. Furthermore, the students and the teacher will make use of new technologies, exploiting materials already created by others and available on the Internet or creating new, original materials improving one’s technological skills, so important today. Finally, the materials created will be available to anybody who needs them, fostering the possibility to improve cooperation between teachers and between students.
As for the subject chosen, this methodology will help the students explore all the different aspects of W. Blake’s personality (the poet, the artist, the intellectual) from different points of view, which would not be possible using more traditional teaching methods as it would take too long.
